
STEWARDS REPORT 
 

SEOUL RACECOURSE 
 

Sunday 21st March 2010 
 

Weather: Fine 
Track:  10% (races 1-4); 9% (races 5-11)

RACE ONE:  CLASS 6 - DOMESTIC BRED – 1300 METRES 
PALGANGMO was difficult to load into the barrier and will be required to undergo a 
stall test prior to its next start. BARBLE RUNNER was fractious in the barrier and will 
be required to undergo a stall test prior to its next start. GANGNYEOKANHIM missed 
the start slightly. LIMITED lay out in the middle stages and then when racing in the 
home straight it lay in.  
 
RACE TWO: CLASS 6 - DOMESTIC BRED – 1000 METRES 
A post race veterinary examination of MASKAN did not reveal any abnormality and a 
swab sample was taken. Lee Sang Hyeok (OSEONGJARI) was fined 40,000 for careless 
riding in that near the 800m he shifted in slightly resulting in POKPUNGCHEOREOM 
and NEW PEGASUS bumping and becoming unbalanced. MUNHAGUIYEOWANG, 
FOUR SEVEN and TANGO STEP which were following were checked in consequence.  
 
RACE THREE: CLASS 5 – DOMESTIC BRED – 1200 METRES 
Ham Wan Sik (REAL GONGJU) was found to have ridden carelessly in that near the 
1000m he permitted his mount to shift in when not clear of PERPECT LINE which was 
carried in over the running of GYEMYEONGUI BIT which was severely checked and 
then blundered when it struck the heels of PERPECT LINE. Ham Wan Sik’s license to 
ride in races was suspended for two race days. A post race veterinary examination of 
GYEMYEONGUI BIT did not reveal any abnormality and a swab sample was taken.  
 
RACE FOUR: CLASS 4 – FOREIGN BRED – 1200 METRES 
GIPPEUN SESANG was crowded between runners at the start and lost ground. 
SUMBA jumped out awkwardly at the start. A post race veterinary examination of 
GIANT TSUNAMI did not reveal any abnormality. 
 
RACE FIVE: CLASS 6 - DOMESTIC BRED – 1000 METRES 
LONE GUNMAN blundered badly on jumping and lost ground.  A post race veterinary 
examination of SUGAR LAND did not reveal any abnormality and a swab sample was 
taken 
 



RACE SIX: CLASS 4 - DOMESTIC BRED – 1800 METRES 
MUGYEOLJEOM was difficult to load into the barrier and will be required to undergo 
a stall test prior to its next start. 
 
RACE SEVEN: CLASS 4 – DOMESTIC BRED - 1700 METRES 
A post race veterinary examination of DASIBOGI and YAHO SHANI did not reveal 
any abnormality and a swab sample was taken. Ham Wan Sik reported that he had injured 
his back and would be unable to fulfill his remaining riding engagement. 
 
RACE EIGHT: CLASS 3 - DOMESTIC BRED – 1800 METRES 
Choi Won Joon (JET STREAM) was fined W20,000 for careless riding in that rounding 
the first turn he failed to make a sufficient effort to prevent his mount from shifting out 
resulting in HANBATANGUSEUM being checked and carried wider on the track. Han 
Sung Youl (GOLD MANE) was warned for carelessly allowing his mount to shift in 
over the concluding stages of the race.  
 
RACE NINE: CLASS 2 – DOMESTIC BRED - 1900 METRES 
ROBBY TIGER and YEONGSILBIT were fractious in the barrier and will be required 
to undergo a stall test prior to their next start. A post race veterinary examination of 
MANNAMUI CHUBOK and YEONGSILBIT did not reveal any abnormality.  
 
RACE TEN: CLASS 1 – FOREIGN BRED – 2000 METRES 
Cho Kyoung Ho (FREE HUGS) was fined W100,000 for careless riding in that shortly 
after the start he shifted in when not clear of SERENDIPPER and KAHNUI 
JEONSEOL which had to be checked. When considering penalty Stewards took into 
account that Cho Kyoung Ho had endeavoured to immediately relieve pressure to the 
inside runners after he had shifted ground. Oh Kyoung Hoan (BALLY BRAE) was 
reprimanded for careless riding in that 100m after the start he shifted in when not quite 
clear of FREE HUGS which was steadied. In the home straight FREE HUGS lay in. A 
swab sample was taken from BAEKJEONMUAE. 
 
RACE ELEVEN: CLASS 3 – FOREIGN BRED – 1400 METRES 
Choi Won Joon replaced Ham Wan Sik (see race 7) as the rider of BICHUI JEONSA.  
Park Si Cheon was fined W30,000 for accidentally dropping his whip near the 300m. 
When questioned in relation to the performance of JUAMDAEGUN, Kim Cheol Ho 
explained that his mount had worked well without incident in trackwork leading into the 
race.  He said that he endeavoured to race in a forward position however he was caught in 
a dual for the lead with YONGWANG FAMILY in the early stages before electing to 
restrain behind that runner. He said that his mount weakened mid race as a result of the 
early speed however notwithstanding that expressed disappointment with the overall 
performance of the gelding. A post race veterinary examination of JUAMDAEGUN did 
not reveal any abnormality and a swab sample was taken.
