Race 1 1000m-CLASS 4 (Foreign-bred)-11.30am

Whilst parading in the enclosure, Suhosin was examined by the veterinary surgeon and passed fit to race. Assarabia and Choego Chansa were slow into stride. Shortly after the start Seonbong Sinhwa commenced to lay out and for some distance after the 800m raced wide. Kim Byung Hak, trainer of Seonbong Sinhwa will be advised a warning would be recorded against the colt’s racing manners and steps must be taken to rectify the behaviour. Passing the 800m, Assarabia(Kim Do Hyun) lay out abruptly, resulting in Super Helia clipping the heels of that horse and dipping. Acatoutofthebox, which racing to the outside of Super Helia, was inconvenienced and carried wider. When considering the matter, account was taken of Assarabia having its first race start and the filly’s racing manners. In all the circumstances, jockey Kim Do Hyun was fined 30,000\ and told he must make a greater effort to straighten his mounts in similar circumstances. Over the final 200m, Suhosin was inclined to lay in. A post race veterinary examination of Assarabia, Super Helia, Seonbong Sinhwa and Acatoutofthebox did not reveal any obvious abnormalities.

Race 2 1000m-CLASS 5 (Domestic-bred)-12Noon

Daewanggeomi was very slow to leave the gates, shifted in, losing considerable ground. Gasok Texas began awkwardly with its head up and lost ground. Ilseong Jijon jumped with its head up. About the 900m, Yongui Buhwal, when being corrected by jockey Han Sang Kyu, lay out abruptly. A post race veterinary examination of Tamna T.Cap, Gasok Texas and Yongui Buhwal did not reveal any obvious abnormalities, however; Daewanggeomi was found to be lame in the near foreleg.
Race 3 1200m-CLASS 4 (Domestic-bred)-12.30pm
Beautiful Bogo and Dangdae Myeongpum bumped at the start. Eagle Kaiser was slow into stride. Mireu Narae raced wide in the middle stages. At the 800m, Geungnak Hwangje, which was racing keenly and awkward close to the heels of Hwanggeum Geowi, became unbalanced, shifted out and bumped Beautiful Bogo. Consequently, Beautiful Bogo shifted out, obliging Dangdae Myeongpum and Mireu Narae to race wider. A post race veterinary examination of Hwanggeum Geowi, Legend Victory and Beautiful Bogo did not reveal any obvious abnormalities. A sample was directed to be taken from Beautiful Bogo.

Race 4 1200m-CLASS 4 (Domestic-bred)-1pm
On leaving the gates, Butterfly and Heukdujanggun brushed. Here the Lady began awkwardly. After the 900m, Goni, which was over-racing, got its head up when being checked from the heels of Butterfly. Near the 700m Butterfly and Heukdujanggun bumped. Approaching and rounding the home turn, Goni raced wide; and then in the home straight lay out, finishing the race close to the outside fence. Kim Young Kwan, trainer of Goni, will be advised a warning would be recorded against the colt’s racing manners and steps must be taken to rectify the behaviour. Near the 350m, Primary was momentarily inconvenienced by Bally Hunter, which rolled out. A post race veterinary examination of Goni did not reveal any obvious abnormalities.
Race 5 1300m-CLASS 5 (Domestic-bred)-1.30pm

Crescendo began awkwardly, shifted out and bumped Widaehan Yeowang. Haetteuneun Gisang, which had been slow at the start, got its head on leaving the gates and shifted in abruptly, losing considerable ground. Passing the 1000m, Wonderful Party shifted in and bumped Fedora. For a short distance after the 300m, Donggwang Bulpae, which was commencing to tire, showed a tendency to lay out when under pressure. A post race veterinary examination of Haetteuneun Gisang, Special Choice and Donggwang Bulpae did not reveal any obvious abnormalities, however; Wonderful Party was found to be noticeably lame in the near foreleg.
Race 6 1300m-CLASS 4 (Domestic-bred)-2pm
Cheonseondolpa, which had proved difficult to load into the gates, will be required to perform to the satisfaction of the Starter in an official stall test before being permitted to start again. Manbal was slow into stride. Helix dipped on leaving the gates, shifted out and tightened Unrivalled onto Grey Tomboy. Ensuing from an inquiry, jockey You Hyun Myung(Helix) was fined 50,000\ for careless riding when he permitted his mount to shift in passing the 1100m when not clear of Seobangmiin, which became unbalanced and was eased. Ensuing from an inquiry, Apprentice Lee Dae Yeon(Geomeun Nabi) was found to have ridden carelessly when he permitted his mount to shift in near the 500m when not clear of Seobangmiin, which became unbalanced and was eased. Stewards believed a fine should be imposed, however; as this was the third occasion for a similar offence and in accordance with KRA penalty guidelines, Apprentice Lee Dae Yeon’s licence to ride in races was suspended for 2 race meetings, commencing on Friday 17th September and expiring on Friday 1st October, 2010, on which day he may ride. In the middle stages, Helix was inclined to lay out. After riding in this race, jockey Lee Hee-Cheon reported he was experiencing pain in his right wrist and was not fit to continue riding, as a result of the interference caused to his mount near the 500m. Acting on this report, jockey Lee Hee-Cheon was stood down from his remaining rides. A post race veterinary examination of Seobangmiin, Manbal and Captain Texas did not reveal any obvious abnormalities.
Race 7 1400m-CLASS 3 (Foreign-bred)-2.30pm

Market Remedy began awkwardly, unbalancing jockey Lim Sung Sil for several strides. On leaving the gates, Daejiju and Peolpeol bumped. At the start, Smart Road jumped in and inconvenienced Jeongukgu. Near the 1200m, Seoul Gongju was steadied when tightened onto Fantastic Rose, by Geungnak Seonnyeo, which was carried in slightly by Smart Road(Song Keong Yun). Jockey Song Keong Yun was told to exercise more care when shifting ground. For some distance after the 1100m, Market Remedy raced with its head up. Dream Over raced wide from the 800m. A post race veterinary examination of Market Remedy did not reveal any obvious abnormalities.
Race 8 1400m-CLASS 3 (Domestic-bred)-3pm
Hwanggeum Jeonsa jumped with its head up and lost ground. Baengmansui was slow in to stride. After the 1300m, Gamun Gongju was steadied and got its head up, when tightened between I’m Legend and Trum Bell, which was taken out slightly by Run Run. For a short distance near the 900m, Trum Bell was awkward when racing on the inside of Run Run. A post race veterinary examination of Trum Bell, Sky Blue and Baengmansui did not reveal any obvious abnormalities, however; Run Run was found to be noticeably lame in the off foreleg. A sample was directed to be taken from Baengmansui.
Race 9 1500m-CLASS 2 (Domestic-bred)-4pm

On leaving the gates, Sleipnir received significant interference from Gungchangui Bit, which jumped out. The interference was accentuated when Champ Road shifted out slightly after the start, crowding Gungchangui Bit onto Sleipnir. In all the circumstances, no action was taken. Rush stumbled when the gates opened. For a short distance approaching the 1200m, Gungchangui Bit got its head up after being steadied from the heels of Hanmoe. A post race veterinary examination of Champ Road, Gungchangui Bit and Sleipnir did not reveal any obvious abnormalities. A sample was directed to be taken from Gungchangui Bit. 
Race 10 1600m-CLASS 3 (Domestic-bred)-5pm

Saeroun Champion was slow into stride. Just after the start, Hwanggeum Dongja and Jeonseorui Gangja bumped. Jockeys Lee Sung Jae(Saeroun Champion) and Kim Myoung Sin(Hwanggeum Dongja), dropped their whips passing the 600m and near the 400m, respectively. A post race veterinary examination of Saeroun Champion and Jeonseorui Gangja did not reveal any obvious abnormalities.
Race 11 1600m-CLASS 2 (Foreign-bred)-6pm

Pure Bid bounded when the gates opened and lost ground. Magic One, Northern Diva and Killian’s Tiger were slow into stride. On leaving the gates, Champion Rush shifted in and bumped with Gangho Maengju after being bumped by Taepung Jilju. Champion Rush then shifted back out and again bumped with Taepung Jilju. 

Jockey Jo Chang Wook(Bonghwasan Jeongi) reported he was concerned with the horse’s action throughout the race but more particular, when he placed the filly under pressure rounding the home turn. He said Bonghwasan Jeongi’s failure to respond and its action, led him to believe there was a problem with its near foreleg, resulting in him easing the filly down over the final 300m. Bonghwasan Jeongi, which finished more than 100m(51.6L) behind the winner of the race, was disqualified and suspended from racing for a period of 2 months. Acting on the post race veterinary report that Pure Bid was noticeably lame in the off foreleg, Stewards decided not to take any action by way of disqualification from the event or race trial, despite the filly finished more than 100m(79.6L) behind the winner of the race. A post race veterinary examination of Hyeseong, Dusty’s Code and Bonghwasan Jeongi did not reveal any obvious abnormalities. A further veterinary examination will be made on Bonghwasan Jeongi tomorrow. A sample was directed to be taken from Dusty’s Code.
GENERAL: In addition to those horses reported sent for sampling, routine urine samples were ordered to be taken from the first three placed horses in each race.
