SUPPLEMENTARY REPORT:
BUSAN-GYEONGNAM RACECOURSE - FRIDAY 17th SEPTEMBER, 2010

RACE 8 – CLASS 1 (Foreign-bred)-Stewards continued their inquiries into the running and handling of Leading Player in this event. Evidence was taken from both Apprentice Song Keong Yun and Trainer Ko Hong Suk following the running of the race. Apprentice Song Keong Yun explained it was his first ride on Leading Player and with considerable speed in the race, it was expected Leading Player would get well back, so he was instructed not to pressure the horse early but save its energy for the home straight. He said Leading Player was slow into stride and on leaving the gates was inclined to lay in, which resulted in him allowing the horse to cross to the rail at about the 1200m. He further said that whilst Leading Player continued to lay in, he was reluctant to take any action, by way of pushing or using the whip, that might make the horse use too much energy early in the race. He added that he did not take any positive action on Leading Player until straightening, which was only moderate and for a short distance, as he realized his mount was too far back to be competitive. Trainer Ko Hong Suk confirmed the instructions and added that as Leading Player was competing in a higher class race over a distance not suitable to the horse, he stressed to Apprentice Song Keong Yun not to exhaust its energy early but to make sure the horse travelled comfortably. He said as it had been difficult to find an appropriate Class 2 race where Leading Player met the requirements of prize money earned, he was intending to spell the horse, however; he decided to enter the horse for this race with the hope it would benefit from the competition. After viewing the race films, Apprentice Song Keong Yun conceded he failed to take any positive action that would be expected of him in the circumstances from between the 1200m until on straightening, and that his riding of Leading Player for a short distance just after straightening lacked strong vigour. He further conceded that from passing the 300m, he did not place his mount under any pressure due to the position of Leading Player in relation to the rest of the field. Trainer Ko Hong Suk expressed some disappointment with Apprentice Song Keong Yun’s riding of Leading Player in the early part of the straight but in general, was happy with the manner he rode the horse. Following consideration, Stewards found that Apprentice Song Keong Yun failed to take all reasonable and permissible measures throughout the race to ensure that Leading Player was given full opportunity to win or to obtain the best possible place in the field. The particulars being that firstly; after crossing to the inside rail near the 1200m and until just before the home straight, sat quietly on his mount and made no effort to keep contact with the rest of the field, which resulted in his mount continually losing ground. Secondly, that contrary to his instructions, he did, for a short distance after straightening, apply only moderate pressure, which lacked determination and sufficient vigour to Leading Player, and thirdly; that over the final 250m, any pressure applied to Leading Player lacked vigour and determination. When considering the matter of penalty, account was taken of Song Keong Yun being an Apprentice who was having his first ride on the horse and the serious nature of the offence. It was decided that in all the circumstances, Apprentice Song Keong Yun’s licence to ride in races be suspended for 12 race meetings, expiring on Friday 12th November, 2010, on which day he may ride. 
Trainer Ko Hong Suk was told that whilst the instructions issued were acceptable in race over a longer journey, given the circumstances surrounding the distance and tempo of this race, he should have been more mindful of his obligations to ensure Leading Player would be ridden with more purpose throughout the race, to keep contact with the rest of the field. With respect to the finishing position of Leading Player and the beaten margin of 44.2 lengths behind the winner of the race, Stewards were of the view the horse should be disqualified from the event and a 2 month suspension from racing be applied.

Race 1 1000m-CLASS 4 (Domestic-bred)-12.35pm

Muhan Dolpa and Viva Fine were slow into stride. Dallija began awkwardly, shifted in and brushed Changwon Daepung. Near the 900m, Amazon became momentarily unbalanced when crowded between Geumbit Jilju and Changwon Daepung. Ensuing from an inquiry, jockey A Yoshiyuki(Dallija) was fined 100,000\ for careless riding in that passing the 800m, he permitted his mount to shift in when not clear of Marut, which after being tightened onto Bulkkot Gisang, was eased and shifted out, causing some inconvenience to Changwon Daepung. Near the 700m, Soseuldaemun lay out away from Geumbit Jilju, obliging Bidan to race wider. Approaching and rounding the home turn, Soseuldaemun was inclined to lay out. When under pressure after the 300m, Dallija lay in. Jockey A Yoshiyuki(Dallija) was reprimanded for excessive use of the whip on the filly over the final 300m of the race. A post race veterinary examination of Viva Fine did not reveal any obvious abnormalities, however; Muhan Dolpa was found to be noticeably lame in the off foreleg. Further, Marut was found to have suffered its first bleeding attack and is consequently banned from racing for 1 month.
Race 2 1600m-CLASS 1 (Domestic-bred)-1.30pm

Boryeong Bulpit was slow to begin. For some distance after the 1200m, Ara Mireu lay out and near the 900m got its head up and lost ground. Ensuing from an inquiry, jockey Jo Chan Hoon(Gimakhin Seungbu) was fined 50,000\ for careless riding in that near the 900m, he permitted his mount to shift into a doubtful run between Hangang Jeil and New World Record, when not clear, which resulted in New World Record being eased when tightened onto Hwarang Mugong.  Sky Star, which was racing back on the inside of Hwarang Mugong, was slightly inconvenienced. A post race veterinary examination of Ara Mireu and Black Scorpion did not reveal any obvious abnormalities.

Race 3 1200m-CLASS 5 (Domestic-bred)-2.00pm

Acting on veterinary advice, Gangseongilro was a late withdrawal at 1.44pm by Stewards when the colt was found to be lame in the off foreleg, whilst parading in the enclosure. Secret Whisper dipped on leaving the gates. Just after leaving the gates Bulpaegangja and Dongsama bumped. Apprentice Song Keong Yun(World Winner) was reprimanded for allowing his mount to shift in near the 900m and bump Dream Bird, which became badly unbalanced and was eased. A post race veterinary examination of Daejangun Texas and One Korea did not reveal any obvious abnormalities, however; it was noted that One Korea had lost its off hind plate.
Race 4 1200m-CLASS 4 (Foreign-bred)-2.45pm

After mounting Thunder Speed in the parade ring, jockey Han Sang Kyu was dislodged from the colt and injured, when it reared over backwards. Due to the delay caused when jockey Han Sang Kyu received medical attention and his inability to ride, the starting time for the race was rescheduled for 2.40pm and permission was granted for jockey Park Geum Man to be substituted on Thunder Speed. Whilst mounting Thunder Speed at the entrance to the track, the colt became very fractious, unbalancing jockey Park Geum Man, who received a harmless fall. Thunder Speed then broke away from its attendant and cantered for a short distance before leaving the track at the home turn. To avoid any further delay, Stewards ordered the withdrawal of Thunder Speed at 2.38pm and subsequently, Trainer Kim Young Kwan was told the colt must race trial to the satisfaction of the Stewards before being permitted to race again. This delayed the start by a further 5 mins. Dave’s Train, which proved difficult to load and then was fractious inside the gates, will be required to perform to the satisfaction of the Starter in an official stall test before being permitted to start again. Baekripaljun were slow to leave the gates, shifted in and lost ground. Daeji Power and Kidari Joe bumped at the start. On leaving the gates, Ganghogisang shifted out. Just after the start, Lion Santa and Dave’s Train bumped. A post race veterinary examination of Kidari Joe did not reveal any obvious abnormalities and a sample was directed to be taken. 

Race 5 1400m- GOLD CIRCLE TROPHY-CLASS 2 (Domestic-bred)-3.35pm 

The start of this race was rescheduled to commence at 3.35pm due to the incidents in Race 4, which considerably delayed the starting time of that race. Hidden Messenger, Glory Yeonggwang and Uprising were slow into stride. When the gates opened, Dongbangmiin reared and lost ground. On leaving the gates, Myeongbulheojeon bumped with Deep Desire and then was momentarily tightened by Seongsanui Beongae, which rolled out. For a short distance after the 1100m, Myeongbulheojeon, which was over-racing, got its head up, when awkward close to the heels of Namdo Myeongjang. A post race veterinary examination of Myeongbulheojeon and Thunder Clap did not reveal any obvious abnormalities, however; Uprising was found to be lame in the near foreleg.

Race 6 1400m- MACAU JOCKEY CLUB TROPHY-CLASS 2 (Foreign-bred)-4.30pm 

Global Champ was slow into stride. Best Record shifted in at the start and inconvenienced Ecton Legacy. On leaving the gates, Payton Power bumped Dudeurim, which then bumped with I am Cruising. Just after the start, the nearside rein of jockey Kim Dong Young(Gaeseon Gangho) broke, placing him at severe disadvantage for the remainder of the race. As a consequence, Gaeseon Gangho commenced to shift out and making the turn at the 900m, ran to the outside fence, eventually being eased from the race near the 50m. An examination of the reins revealed them to be in an acceptable condition. The matter was brought to the attention of Trainer Baik Kwang Yeol. Near the 250m, Field Tripping was shifted out across the heels of Mystery Boy to obtain clear running. A post race veterinary examination of Lovely Woman, Gaeseon Gangho and Mystery Boy did not reveal any obvious abnormalities. A sample was directed to be taken from Mystery Boy.
GENERAL: In addition to those horses reported sent for sampling, routine urine samples were ordered to be taken from the first three placed horses in each race.
