RACE 11 – CLASS 2 (Foreign-bred)-When questioned about the poor performance of Cheong Sangeo, trainer Kim Young Kwan confirmed the colt had only been lightly worked due to concerns the horse may have been affected by the heat. He said Cheong Sangeo although not totally happy with Cheong Sangeo’s condition, and with the colt racing over a longer distance and carrying extra weight from its previous race, he decided to start the horse as he felt the field was not strong. He also expressed disappointment with Cheong Sangeo’s performance and reported the colt had received veterinary treatment for swelling in both front fetlock joints since the race. After consideration, Trainer Kim Young Kwan was advised that the performance of Cheong Sangeo was considered to be unacceptable and the colt must race trial to the satisfaction of the Stewards before being permitted to race again.
Jockey Mun Jung Won(Posse of Angels) was to be fined for his excessive use of the whip on the filly passing the 300m, however; as this was third occasion that a fine would be imposed for a similar offence and in accordance with KRA penalty guidelines, his licence to ride in races was suspended for 2 race meetings, commencing Friday 10th September and expiring on Friday 17th September, 2010, on which day he may ride.

Race 1 1000m-CLASS 5 (Domestic-bred)-12.40pm

Yes Triple was examined by the veterinary surgeon after arriving at the starting gates and passed fit to race. On leaving the gates, Yes Triple was tightened onto the hindquarters of Suave Courtesy, which was turned sideways, by Areumdaun Bulpae, which jumped in. Maha Jet was slow into stride. A post race veterinary examination of Yes Triple did not reveal any obvious abnormalities.

Race 2 1200m-CLASS 2 (Domestic-bred)-1.40pm

On leaving the gates, Ganghan Yeoja was bumped by All Top, which began awkwardly and shifted out. A post race veterinary examination of Avocado did not reveal any obvious abnormalities.
Race 3 1200m-CLASS 5 (Domestic-bred)-2.10pm

Acting on veterinary advice, My Brand was a late withdrawal at 1.51pm by Stewards when the colt was found to be lame in the off foreleg, whilst parading in the enclosure. Trainer Ko Hong Suk, will be advised a warning would recorded against the manners of Yasaeng Bonneung, which was reluctant to go to the starting gates. Yasaeng Bonneung began awkwardly and lost ground. On leaving the gates, Cheoganggasok momentarily lay in. Ilseong Tiger, which was fractious in the gates and began awkwardly losing considerable ground, will be required to perform to the satisfaction of the Starter in an official stall test before being permitted to start again. After the 1000m Yasaeng Bonneung got its head up when momentarily awkward on the inside of Cheoganggasok. Passing the 900m, Sagitong commenced to lay out and raced wide until on straightening. Choi Ki Hong, trainer of Sagitong will be advised a warning would be recorded against the colt racing manners and steps must be taken to rectify its behaviour. Jockey Jo Chan Hoon(Geumje) was fined 50,000\ for excessive use of the whip on the filly passing the 300m, A post race veterinary examination of Eumsokjeonseon did not reveal any obvious abnormalities, however; Sagitong was found to be lame on the off foreleg and Yehudi Dancer was found to be noticeably lame on the near foreleg. A sample was directed to be taken from Eumsokjeonseon.
Race 4 1200m-CLASS 4 (Foreign-bred)-2.40pm

On leaving the gates, Bugyeong Mussang was bumped by Useumkkonmanbal, which shifted in after being bumped by Sniper King. In the early stages Pokpung Jilju raced ungenerously and for some distance passing the 900m, lay out. Passing the 300m, Dancing Twist lay in, proving a little difficult for jockey Lim Sung Sil to ride properly. A post race veterinary examination of Pokpung Jilju, Bugyeong Mussang, Useumkkonmanbal and Dancing Twist did not reveal any obvious abnormalities. 

Race 5 1600m-CLASS 3 (Foreign-bred)-3.35pm 

Cash Rider and Neverending Champ were slow to begin. Ensuing from an inquiry, jockey Choi In Duk(Jihyeon Gwangsok) was found to have ridden carelessly when he permitted his mount to shift in approaching the 1500m when not clear, resulting in Chowolgeom being carried in and causing severe tightening to Gaya Champ and Huimangchan Naeil. Jockey Choi In Duk’s licence to ride in races was suspended for the race meeting of Friday 10th September. He may resume riding in races on Sunday 12th September, 2010. Approaching the 1400m, Geomeun Yuhok, when being steadied, shifted out after Jihyeon Gwangsok(Choi In Duk) crossed quickly and then steadied in front. As a consequence, Saeroun Sesang, Couldn’thelpmyself and Beautiful Time, were tightened onto Winning Road, with both Saeroun Sesang and Couldn’thelpmyself losing their positions. Whilst Stewards were satisfied that Geomeun Yuhok had contributed significantly to the interference, jockey Choi In Duk was warned to exercise more care when crossing other runners and steadying too quickly. After the 1400m, World Jijon was momentarily tightened by Saeroun Sesang, which was awkward on the inside of Couldn’thelpmyself. A post race veterinary examination of Geomeun Yuhok and Beautiful Time did not reveal any obvious abnormalities, however; Neverending Game was found to be lame in the near foreleg. 

Race 6 2000m-CLASS 1 (Domestic-bred)-4.30pm 

Cheonnyeon Daero, which had been a little fractious inside the gates and then reared when the start was effected, losing ground; will be required to perform to the satisfaction of the Starter in an official stall test before being permitted to start again. Mupae Star began awkwardly. For a considerable distance after the 1400m, Dandok Gangja over-raced. Jockey M Hitomi(Top Grade) reported when she went to apply the whip to the gelding near the home turn, she found the whip had broken. About the 300m, Yeorumbi was steadied and shifted to the outside of Dandok Gangja to obtain clear running. A post race veterinary examination of Dandok Gangja, Cheonnyeon Daero and Pick Me Up did not reveal any obvious abnormalities. A sample was directed to be taken from Cheonnyeon Daero.

GENERAL: In addition to those horses reported sent for sampling, routine urine samples were ordered to be taken from the first three placed horses in each race.
